Theoretical Approaches 
to the Study of International
Organizations and Their
Contribution to International
Peace and Security

Throughout the twentieth century, the study of
international organizations saw the consolidation of
distinct theoretical approaches, including unionism,
functionalism, and intergovernmentalism. These
theories provided different frameworks for
analysing the growing complexity of international
structures and their impact on global dynamics. In
particular, the emergence of an increasingly
complex bureaucracy, as emphasized by the
sociologist Max Weber, was a central aspect of
these organizations, reflecting the evolution of
modern governance models. Weber viewed
bureaucracy as the most rational and efficient
model for managing the challenges of
contemporary societies. 
Consequently, this text aims to explore how each of
the aforementioned theories has contributed to
shaping the functioning of international
organizations, with a particular focus on security
cooperation. By analysing the evolution of these
theories and the emergence of new synergies
between states, supranational institutions, and civil
society, this essay seeks to understand how
international organizations have responded to
emerging global challenges, such as climate change
and environmental crimes, and how such
responses have altered the relationships between
various international actors.
Three fundamental approaches to the study of
international organizations began to develop,
specifically the theories of unionism, functionalism,
and intergovernmentalism, as State structures were
about to get more and more bureaucratic . [1]

Before delving into the analysis of the
aforementioned theories, it is crucial to emphasize
Max Weber's definition of bureaucracy . According
to Weber, bureaucracy represents the modern
organizational form characterized by governance
through positions of authority based on
universalistic principles and rationality. Its key
features include a stable and specialized division of
labour, a hierarchical structure with a clearly defined
chain of command, specialized competence for
each role, and financial compensation linked to
performance. Furthermore, Weber highlighted that
bureaucracy is the most efficient means of meeting
the demands of modern, complex societies, as it is
founded on a rational organizational structure
where power and control are exercised according
to knowledge and expertise .

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Unionism, also known as federalism or functional
federalism, is a theoretical approach that advocates
for increasing integration between states through
the creation of supranational institutions. According
to this perspective, international organizations
should aim to transfer more power and sovereignty
from member states to the supranational level to
promote closer collaboration among social actors
and a greater communion of goals. A key example
of unionism is the European Union, which has
developed supranational institutions following the
"small steps" theory , such as the European
Commission and the European Parliament, to
foster political and economic integration among its
members. According to the (neo) functionalism
theorist Ernest B. Haas, specific political, economic,
and social conditions can enable the transfer of
sovereign powers to supranational organizations,
creating "spillover effects," as suggested by
Krugman, for the subsequent "deepening" of
integration .

The stage preceding unionism is functionalism, a
theoretical approach that focuses on the specific
functions and activities that international
organizations perform to address common
problems or achieve shared goals. According to this
perspective, international organizations develop
gradually through a series of stages, starting from
specific technical functions and later expanding to
broader and more ambitious tasks. Functionalism
is based on the idea that cooperation among states
is fostered  by resolving concrete problems and
meeting shared needs rather than political
ideologies or power objectives. A clear example of
this mechanism is found in European cooperation
through enhanced cooperation, a procedure that
allows a group of EU countries to advance in a
specific area of cooperation, integrating policies and
institutions at a deeper level than other member
states. This approach was introduced in the
Maastricht Treaty of 1992 as a tool to allow some
EU member states to advance towards closer
integration in specific areas without necessarily
involving all EU members . [6]

In our analysis, this EU-member state cooperation is
crucial in the context of the Common Security and
Defence Policy (CSDP), as it has enabled further
development of decision-making processes
towards greater vertical collaboration (EU-Member
States-Police Forces) within the Petersberg Missions
and the Permanent Structured Cooperation
(PESCO) .[7]

The last theory to be analysed is the
intergovernmental approach, which emphasizes
the central role of sovereign states in the creation
and functioning of international organizations.
According to this perspective, international
organizations are created by states to pursue
specific goals, and decisions within these
organizations are made by the states themselves
through negotiation, diplomacy, and the decision-
making method of "consensus."
Intergovernmentalism highlights the differences in
power and the national interests of states as the
main determinants of policies and actions within
international organizations. An example of an
intergovernmentalist approach is the United
Nations, where member states play a central role in
decision-making through bodies like the General
Assembly and the Security Council.
The birth and development of International Security
Organizations coincide with the evolution of the
concept of security from the pre-modern to the
post-modern period. As highlighted by Castel , in
the pre-modern period, protection systems were
centred on membership and mechanical solidarity

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(Durkheim). In this period, security sources like
wars, famines, and epidemics, which could even
annihilate a society, were accompanied by "internal
insecurity... conveyed by individuals and groups
disconnected from community-based systems of
dependence and protection .” [9]

The source of insecurity was largely personalized in
figures such as the "vagrant," often viewed as
potentially threatening, along with their more
overtly dangerous variants, such as brigands,
outlaws, and criminals—individuals living outside
collective regulation systems, representing a risk of
physical aggression and social disintegration. 
In contrast, in modern societies, the demand for
protection is infinite because the individual, as such,
is situated outside local protections. Therefore, the
constitution of ISOs fits into the post-modern
historical period, during which the social actors
providing security (State-Local Authorities)
increasingly struggle to guarantee their citizens
protection against new generation risks (real or
perceived), some of which are key to our analysis,
specifically climate change and environmental
crimes. Consequently, a new synergy emerges 

between various and new social actors in the
offering of security, which can be divided into the
"macro" level (International Security Organizations
and Member States) and the "micro" level
(prevention forces—police, military, specialized
public opinion, civil society, local public, private, and
civil operators—associations and third-sector
organizations).
In conclusion, the evolution of theories on
international organizations, from unionism to
functionalism and intergovernmentalism, reflects
the changing political and economic dynamics of
the 20th century. These theoretical approaches
provide valuable frameworks for understanding
how states and supranational institutions can
collaborate to address global challenges, particularly
in the realm of security. As Weber emphasized, the
increasing bureaucratization of international
organizations represents an attempt to rationalize
and enhance the efficiency of managing
increasingly complex global issues. Furthermore,
the emergence of new threats, such as climate
change and environmental crimes, has
necessitated a rethinking of international security

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(structures, fostering the creation of new synergies
between various actors at both the macro level
(states and international organizations) and the
micro level (prevention forces and civil society). In
this context, the theories discussed remain essential
tools for understanding the complexities of
international organizations and their ability to adapt
to the challenges of a constantly evolving world.

To better understand the twenty-year history of the
Center of Excellence for Stability Police Units, we
must begin with the birth of the concept of "Stability
Policing" internationally, its evolution, and discuss
the challenges, particularly the role of Italy and the
Carabinieri within this context. 
To do so, we must go back to the 1990s and the
deployment of traditional military forces in
situations outside of conventional warfare. These
units, designed primarily for interstate conflicts and
primarily geared toward countering external
threats, encountered significant difficulties, proving
inadequate in addressing complex security
scenarios such as civil wars and humanitarian
crises, terrorism, and ethnic and sectarian tensions,
as tragically demonstrated first in Somalia and then
Bosnia. In Somalia, during a humanitarian aid
operation amidst civil war, clashes between rival
clans with their own armed militias in the urban
area of the capital, Mogadishu, led in 1993 to the
use of combat tactics by traditional forces (albeit
trained for special operations, such as Delta Force
and the US Rangers), which led to the shocking
outcome of Operation Gothic Serpent. In the city
center, two US Black Hawk helicopters were initially
shot down by the insurgents, and during the battle
to rescue the crews, 19 US forces were killed and
over 70 wounded. Somali losses were estimated at
hundreds, including militants and civilians, with a
high number of wounded and prisoners.  Horrific
episodes of ethnic genocide occurred in Bosnia. The
Srebrenica massacre, where approximately 8,000
Bosnian Muslim men and boys were systematically  

killed by Serbian forces, remains in the collective
memory.  One of the most serious acts of carnage
in Europe after the Second World War, with the
forces ofpeacekeepingUN forces were unable to
protect the civilian population, despite their "safe
zone" mandate. After the Dayton Agreement in
1995, the NATO Stabilization Force (SFOR)
contingent was joined by the UN International
Police Task Force (IPTF), an international police force
bringing together police officers from over 40
countries, under UN command, with the aim of
monitoring, training, and reorganizing local police
forces. This force was later replaced in 2002 by a
European Union Police Mission (EUPM). Lessons
learned were beginning to be learned, leading to
the emergence of actors on the battlefield that
resembled organized criminal groups or gangs 
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rather than traditional military units. Addressing
them required specific skills that went beyond the
objectives and organization of conventional forces.
The global security landscape had changed. In the
post-Cold War era, the complexities of civil wars and
humanitarian crises, albeit within specific
geographic contexts and historical moments,
illustrated the tragic consequences of this
inadequacy and the subsequent need to develop
approaches such as Stability Policing. This
immediately led to the creation of specialized units
such as the Multinational Specialized Unit (MSU),
composed of Carabinieri, other gendarmerie forces,
and military police units. The UN needed a doctrinal
architecture that could support such stability
policing operations, aimed at restoring order,
reinstating civil administration, and fostering
cooperation between civilian and military
organizations. The concept of "Stability Policing"
therefore includes the use of international police
forces in post-conflict or protracted crisis contexts to
restore public order, protect civilians, and support
the reconstruction of legal and security institutions.
This is achieved through territorial control and the
maintenance of order, the fight against organized
crime, the protection of minorities and civilians, and
support for local police reform (SSR – Security
Sector Reform) achieved through the training and
mentoring of local forces. In 2000, the so-called
Brahimi Report (“Report of the Panel on United
Nations Peace Operations”) was a true milestone. It
was commissioned by UN Secretary General Kofi
Annan, who convened a commission of high-level
experts to analyse the entire United Nations system
in relation to the issues of peace and security, with
the aim of formulating recommendations for the
Secretariat. The Report denounced the limitations
of UN missions and proposed a profound reform,
introducing the idea that operations should include
robust police components, to bridge the gap
between the end of fighting and long-term stability.
It was accompanied by the “United Nations Police
Policy (2020)”, an update on the role of the UN
police in the “peacekeeping” and “peacebuilding"",

which reiterated the need for specialized and
adaptable police interventions in fragile contexts,
promoting synergy with military units, civilian
authorities and transitional justice bodies. In the
international context, also by virtue of the positive
deployment of the MSU in theater, the Carabinieri's
ability to operate in high-risk contexts had become
evident, thanks to their unique model of a "dual-
purpose" police force (professional military but with
civilian police functions). 
Thus, in 2000, even the governments of the "G8"
(the international forum composed at the time of
the eight most industrialized countries: Canada,
France, Germany, Italy, Japan, the United Kingdom,
the United States, and Russia, which met annually
to discuss economic, political, and global security
issues) began to highlight, in the documents
released at the end of their meetings, the need for
the inclusion of "International Civil Police" forces as a
"critical element in conflict prevention," so that this
component would be seen "generally as a
constituent of peacekeeping operations." At the
2004 Sea Island Summit, the “Big Eight” agreed on
an “Action Plan for Expanding Global Capacity for
Peace Support Operations,” in which they explicitly
recognized that the Carabinieri/Gendarmerie forces
had demonstrated unique capabilities in peace
support operations, serving as a bridge between
military forces and civilian police. Consequently,
they envisioned the creation of a Center of
Excellence for the training of Carabinieri /
Gendarmerie-like units,  focusing on  peace support

operations, serving as a bridge between military
forces and civilian police. Consequently, they
envisioned the creation of a Center of Excellence for
the training of Carabinieri/Gendarmerie-like units,
focusing on peace support operations and
implementing training programs, developing
common doctrines and operational standards, and
training for interoperability with military forces. The
first brick had been laid for the creation of the
Center, under the responsibility of the Carabinieri,
today a full and deserving privileged partner of the
UN Department of Peace Operations, financially
supported by the Global Peace Operations Initiative
(GPOI), the Security Assistance Program, created
and funded by the United States Department of
State as a contribution to the broader G8 action
plan adopted at the Sea Island Summit. The choice
of location fell on the barracks in Vicenza, named
since 1919 after General Antonio Edoardo Chinotto
of the Royal Army, a heroic figure of the First World
War. It had already hosted Army units and later a
battalion of the Carabinieri Warrent Officers and
Sergeants Cadet School. Directed by a Carabinieri
Italian general, assisted by a deputy with the rank of 

Colonel, from the U.S. Armed Forces, and – in
keeping with its mission – staffed mostly by
members of the Army but also by police forces and
armed forces from other countries, the Center
immediately began training peacekeepers,
establishing itself on the international scene as a
point of reference for the teaching of United
Nations doctrine to military and police personnel,
but also civilians, belonging to more than thirty
nations in Africa, Asia and Europe, combining the
theoretical notions taught in the classroom with
exercises, not only at Headquarters but also
abroad, through Mobile Mentoring Teams, in direct
support of the forces of other countries. 
As well as training institutes for the peacekeeping
present in other countries, CoESPU has also
become a center for study and analysis, capable of
developing new employment policies in the
peacekeeping sector, reviewing and updating its
methods. Doctoral students and university
researchers have followed and continue to follow
advanced training programs there, following
established training paths, conducted in the form of
curricular internships.   The focus of international 
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institutional attention, since 2006 it hosted the first
United Nations seminar on Formed Police Units
(FPUs). These are international stabilization police
units composed of approximately 140-160 officers
each, deployed in peacekeeping missions where a
rapid and disciplined response force is needed to
ensure public safety, order, and support local police,
equipped with their own command, logistics, and
vehicles. In 2009, the activities expanded with the
first training exercise for European Union police
forces, and then, in 2016, with an exercise on
combating human trafficking for the Organization
for Security and Co�operation in Europe (OSCE), the
world's largest regional security organization, with
57 participating states from Europe, Central Asia,
and North America. While the then British Prince
Charles (now King Charles III) visited the Vicenza
barracks/headquarters in 2017, in 2018 an “Action
Point” was signed with UNPOL, the UN “police
division,” whose mission is to define policy,
guidelines and identify effectiveness parameters for
Peacekeeping Operations, as well as provide
technical advice to the police components of such
United Nations peacekeeping missions.
These brief notes have highlighted how Italy is a
global pioneer in Stability Policing, thanks to the
deployment of the Carabinieri in international
missions. In this context, the CoESPU (Center of
Excellence for Stability Police Units), founded in
Vicenza in 2005 with the support of the United
States and under the auspices of the UN, is today a
hub of global training and doctrine. Over the past
two decades, these partnershiphave enabled
CoESPU to improve international stabilization and
peacekeeping missions, training more than 15,000
highly qualified professionals from 128 countries
around the world. Through CoESPU, Italy codified
the concept of Stability Policing and contributed to
the creation of the first operational manuals shared
at the NATO/UN level, collaborating closely with
UNPOL, providing instructors and guidelines. With
this twenty-year experience, CoESPU can be
considered a clear and consolidated doctrinal hub,
as well as a training and education center,

not only for the UN FPUs but also, more generally,
for the gendarmerie and police forces dedicated to
Stability Policing functions. In Vicenza, the NATO SP-
CoE (one of NATO's Centres of Excellence, which
have the mission of training and educating leaders
and specialists from NATO member and partner
countries, contributing to the development of
doctrine, identifying "lessons learned", improving
interoperability and capabilities, and testing and
validating concepts through experimentation) and
the EUROGENFOR Permanent Headquarters (EGF),
which brings together the police forces with military
status of seven European Union countries, are also
present in the same structure, thus realizing a
unique doctrinal and training center, an
"International Hub" for Stability Policing. The
Carabinieri proudly leads this organization, thus
establishing themselves as leaders in an
organization with a strong international focus and
interest, today a rich expression of professionalism
consolidated over decades of missions and
operations outside of their area. A story that is a
source of pride for Italy and which – thanks to the
Carabinieri – provides valuable support for
maintaining international peace.

Stability Policing in Ukraine?

1. Context 

As a result of Russia’s aggression, the responsibilities
of Ukrainian Law Enforcement Agencies (LEA) have
significantly expanded, including up to combat
missions.
After the liberation of occupied territories by the
Ukrainian Defence Forces, law enforcers take over,
coordinating and cooperating with civilian and
military institutions. They gradually restore the Rule
of Law, de-escalate tensions, and (re)build trust,
fostering a safe and secure environment. 
These are tasks associated with the Stability Policing
concept . They require enhanced robustness,
competences, organisation, and equipment, as well
as specific tactics, techniques and procedures
(TTPs), to tackle unique security challenges, while
improving their interoperability with the Armed
Forces.

To fulfil these duties, law enforcement officers need
adequate training, clearly defined areas of
responsibility, along with effective interagency
coordination mechanisms. This is crucial to increase
efficiency, and optimize the allocation of resources,
thus contributing to the war effort. 
Despite the remarkable success of several combat
units constituted by law enforcers (e.g. Lyut Brigade
from the National Police), the stabilisation of
liberated areas should remain the priority for LEA,
rather than frontline combat operations, at the risk
of making it difficult to later restore the appropriate
law enforcement mindset to thousands of officers,
given the known transition issues .[2]

2. EUAM Ukraine priorities and action plan on
Liberated and Adjacent Territories (LAT)

Among the 7 military and 13 civilian ongoing
missions  under the EU Common Security and
Defence Policy (CSDP), the European Union
Advisory Mission in Ukraine (EUAM Ukraine) is a
priority .

Since 2014, EUAM Ukraine has been advising,
mentoring, training, and supporting Ukrainian
partners in developing a sustainable, accountable,
and efficient security sector that strengthens the
rule of law. The mission mandate was revised twice
in 2022, following the Russian invasion. Recently, on
14 May 2024, the mandate was reinforced and
extended, from 1 June 2024 to 31 May 2027,
focusing on 4 priorities :[5]

Security Sector Reform, in light of the EU
accession process, by supporting the
implementation of the Overarching Strategic
Plan for the law enforcement sector reform ; [6]

Integrated Border Management, to bring
Ukraine’s legal framework in line with EU
standards;
International Crimes investigation and
prosecution, including war crimes; and 
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Liberated and Adjacent Territories (LAT)
stabilisation, by supporting the capacity and
resilience building of LEA. 

EUAM support for the stabilisation of the LAT
started earlier. In April 2023, the EUAM concept and
action plan on LAT was approved in Brussels, with
the aim of supporting the effective implementation
of function throughout the county, balancing the
citizens’ freedoms with security considerations, as
well as ensuring a clear delineation of competences
between civilian and military authorities.
The concept and action plan on LAT includes four
work strands:

Re-Establishment of Basic Infrastructure, Police
Functions and Services, and the Rule of Law;
Law Enforcement Post-Occupation Capacity
Building;
Capacity Building for the Investigation and
Prosecution of International Crimes;
Community Safety - Dialogue, De-Escalation,
Reconciliation.

To boost EUAM’s effectiveness in implementing the
abovementioned plan, the Mission drafted a
Concept Note for the “Deployment of a Specialised
Team to support EUAM Ukraine in the Stability
Policing Training of Trainers (ToT)” . Shortly
thereafter, the Civilian Planning and Conduct
Capability (CPCC) launched the Call for
Contributions  and of the four applications
submitted, the multinational Specialised Team (ST)
presented by the European Gendarmerie Force
(EUROGENDFOR), led by Portugal, was selected.

3. The Multinational Specialised Team from
EUROGENDFOR

The EUROGENDFOR ST was composed by 10
experts, from 4 nationalities , with specific
backgrounds, to implement the required capacity
building programme. Between January and July
2024, the EUROGENDFOR ST joined EUAM Ukraine,
with the mission to train Ukrainian with the mission
to train Ukrainian LEA instructors, enabling them to
subsequently conduct trainings aimed at preparing

forces to stabilise conflict scenarios, thus
enhancing the competences of more than 40.000
officers, according to Ukrainian estimates. 

The team's deployment to Ukraine included the
ToT phase, followed by a period of monitoring and
mentoring activities:

This was the first official deployment of
uniformed personnel in Ukraine since the large-
scale invasion of February 2022, thus showcasing
a new level of determination in the EU's joint
support to stabilise the conflict and assist Ukraine.

4.  Implementation and feedback

The project was widely praised for its results, which
led to the development of a new operational
concept and the implementation of a common
training curriculum for the Ukrainian LEA involved.
The ST implemented an intensive training program,
in the field of Stability Policing , aimed towards a
robust and flexible policing approach, paving the
way for the establishment of mechanisms to
effectively balance and coordinate the civilian and
military forces responsible for  the country's security

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while also seeking to enhance the TTPs to be used
when operating in highly volatile areas.
Training modules on the following topics were set
up for the technical and tactical component:
1.  Stability policing in conflict areas ; [11]

2.  Safety and Security of movements;
3.  Special tactics; 
4.  Explosive Risk Awareness; 
5. International crimes, War crimes and collaborators
(as first responders); 
6.  Tactical Medicine; 
7.  Stress management and post-traumatic disorder
mitigation; 
8.  Communication and conflict management; 
9.  Human rights and gender;
10.Communications;
11. UAV use and defence

The program implemented followed a structured
pedagogical approach based on the ADDIE
model  (Analysis, Design, Development,
Implementation, and Evaluation).

Based on an analysis of the Ukrainian LEA’ needs, a
tailor-made curriculum was designed and
developed to address the specific challenges faced
in post-conflict areas. The implementation phase
included practical, scenario-based training sessions,
while continuous evaluation allowed for iterative
adjustments to enhance the effectiveness of the
training. 
This systemic approach ensured not only the
success of the program, but also its long-term
sustainability, with Ukrainian trainers now being
prepared to cascade the acquired skills to
thousands of officers.
The training curriculum, as well as the training
materials developed (and tested), were praised
by all those involved.
The high level of satisfaction expressed by the
Ukrainian partners, together with the
recommendation of the EU mission, led the
representatives of the Ukrainian Ministry of Internal
Affairs (MoIA) to assume the rapid approval and
dissemination of this training, as a new national
reference, to be implemented in MoIA training
centres throughout the country.

4.1  Phase I – Training of Trainers

During the first deployment (14JAN24 to 15MAR24),
after a 2-week preparatory period with a visit to a
LAT near the frontline , 6 ToT courses were
conducted to enhance the competences of 162
trainers from the National Police of Ukraine (NPU),
the National Guard of Ukraine (NGU) and the
National Academy of Internal Affairs (NAIA) to
strengthen their policing capabilities to perform
their demanding tasks in the regions recovered
from Russian occupation and adjacent areas, thus
enabling the Ukrainian Armed Forces to focus on
the frontline.

It was a dynamic process of training
implementation, integrating evaluation and
continuous improvement mechanisms, which  led 
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 to adjustments designed to best meet the needs of
participants.
At the end of the ToT phase, except for the course's
duration, the feedback received from the
participants was extremely positive and
encouraging. The knowledge exchange was much
welcomed by the Ukrainian LEA, as reflected in the
results of the anonymous online survey used. Of
the 160 responses received, most participants were
very satisfied with the topics covered. The overall
quality of the course was rated at 97,09%.
Gathering the responses pointing to high
satisfaction (scores 7, 8, 9 and 10), 96.8% of
participants would recommend the course to their
colleagues; 95.7% consider that the course met
their expectations and 98.2% found the course very
useful.

The project also attracted the presence of several
media and high-level authorities who visited the
integrated exercises during the ToT phase, also
contributing to the achievement of mission
objectives through Strategic Communications
(StratCom) .[14]

Based on the results and the high level of
satisfaction, the Ukrainian counterparts requested
to adapt the approach for Phase II, to use the
remaining 04 ST experts to support the creation
and testing of a new Pre-Deployment Training
(PDT), based on the curriculum implemented by
the ST, to be endorsed as the new standard for
officers to be deployed in the LAT.
The willingness of the Ukrainian partners to jointly
create a solid training product to improve future
trainings was an outstanding opportunity to
promote local ownership, foster interagency
cooperation, while establishing a platform to
delineate responsibilities that can improve the
efficiency of the long-term work in the LAT. 

4.2  Phases II & III – Monitoring and Mentoring
the new PDT

During phases II and III, a process of monitoring and 

mentoring was developed for the first courses
delivered by the Ukrainian trainers (pilot and
consolidation courses), in order to refine the
curriculum and ensure a more efficient training
dynamic.
In phase II (02APR24 to 10MAY24), the 2-week pilot
PDT was entirely led and conducted by Ukrainian
trainers, and had as Training Audience 20 Ukrainian
officers (10 from NPU and 10 from NGU). The ST
was asked to monitor the implementation, paying
close attention to the content delivered and the
methodology used, to make recommendations for
improving the PDT package. Overall, the training
was quite positive. 

This was the 1  joint training activity among
NPU and NGU

Nevertheless, the pilot PDT has brought out aspects
that could be improved, mainly related to training
management, methods and dynamics, as well as
the contents of some modules. The limited time
available for preparation and the fact that some
trainers had not been involved in ToT before had an
impact on the effectiveness of the training.
However, a positive difference should be pointed
out in modules delivered by trainers who had
participated in the ToT. The Ukrainian colleagues
also recognised the importance of improvement
and welcomed the suggestions made.
Following the Pilot Joint PDT (JPDT), the ST
presented an enhanced version of the curriculum
and several recommendations for further
improvement the new course. The Ukrainian
counterparts responded by requesting the ST’s
assistance in testing this enhanced version of the 
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At the end of Phase III, during a presentation at the
EUAM headquarters, the ST presented the final
results of the project and a set of recommendations
to high-level representatives from the Ukrainian
Ministry of Interior, the NPU, the NGU, and the
NAIA. These recommendations were tailored to
incorporate feedback and lessons identified from
the ongoing evaluation, ensuring that the project
remains dynamic and responsive to the evolving
operational environment.
Building on the foundations laid, the PDT
curriculum was indeed endorsed at the Ministry
level, representing a commitment to boost
interoperability within Ukrainian LEA.
The Ukrainian trainers are now responsible for
cascading the acquired competences to more than
40,000 members of the Ukrainian LEA (figure
provided by the Ukrainian authorities).

the curriculum, and taking a more active role in
managing the training by “co-leading its
implementation”, to achieve a consolidated training
package. 
This request led to the extension of the ST’s
deployment for an additional 5-week period,
constituting phase III (07JUN24 to 12JUL24), in order
to further improve the effectiveness of the training,
taking advantage of the “strong momentum
established” based on the “successes achieved during
the deployment of this Specialised Team.” [15]

The progress from the pilot to the consolidation
JPDT was remarkable. To this end, it was crucial that
the on-site preparation carried out one week before
the training, bringing together the ST experts and
the local trainers to ensure coordination, clarify the
framework, enhance efficiency and improve the
quality of the training materials.

PDT Implementation plan, as a living
document to  plan subsequent PDTs;
Recommended list of module coordinators,
based on the performance assessments
carried out;
Package of ready-to-use training materials,
shared between institutions and directly with
each ToT participant, via an online platform; 
Solid outline of the Common Operational
Concept for the Deployment of LEA to the
LAT, aimed at promoting clear procedures for
all stages of preparation, deployment,
management and redeployment of police
assets to the LAT, as well as a clear delineation
of tasks and responsibilities (blue-box / green-
box mechanism for defining areas of
responsibility); and the
Final report, providing a detailed description
and evaluation of the project, together with
several recommendations aimed at strategic
and operational adjustments for the Ukrainian
counterparts, EUAM Ukraine, EUROGENDFOR,
and the CPCC/EEAS.  The  evaluation process
highlighted areas for further development,
enabling future phases to adapt and evolve,
based on insights from the ST and lessons
identified.

5.  Key outcomes, way ahead and sustainability 

Despite the challenges associated with the
environment’s volatility (and language barriers), the
strong commitment to supporting our Ukrainian
partners kept the ST motivated, productive, and
focused on the future.
To ensure sustainability, increase efficiency and
promote synergies, the EUROGENDFOR ST has
developed the:

Consolidated PDT Curriculum, with further
minor adjustments derived from the
consolidation PDT;
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To ensure effective and fast cascading, the ST
suggested the creation of mobile training teams,
as well as a training and research centre
dedicated to Stability Policing, an initiative which
the NGU is keen to take up.  
Further key strengthening activities where are also
recommended, such as stability policing related
training for commanding officers to employ and
manage units and teams.
The activities foreseen in the joint implementation
plan could also be subject to future mentoring and
monitoring activities by the EUAM, to enable and
maximise possible future EU assistance activities
in LAT, keeping the doors wide open for new
synergies arising from a clear assessment of needs.
The Common Operational Concept for the
Deployment of LEA to the LAT now deserves to
be consolidated whilst involving stakeholders to
fully leverage its potential for improving the
proficiency of Ukrainian forces. The NGU has
military capabilities, which provide enhanced
robustness and self-sufficiency. This allows the NGU
to operate in harsh conditions, where logistical
support is not available. Whereas the NPU has
deeper police expertise, particularly in crime
investigation and forensics. The combination of
these features maximises the effectiveness of Units
and Teams, thus promoting meaningful synergies,
especially when stability policing modules are jointly
planned and integrated, ensuring cohesiveness and
efficiency.
Finally, on the lookout for continuous improvement,
44 lessons identified (grouped by phase) were
described in the Final Report, with a view to: (i)
enhancing future activities in this area, to underpin
the impact of the training and maximise the
effectiveness of the project; as well as (ii) improving
future similar deployments of STs under the EU’s
CSDP.

6. Encouraging acknowledgments

The High Representative of the European Union for
Foreign Affairs and Security Policy / Vice-President of 

the European Commission, Josep Borrell, visited the
training on 7 February 2024, in its very first phase
and expressed his pride in the project.

During his visit to Portugal, on 28 May 2024,
Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelenskyy thanked
the Portuguese GNR training team for their work in
Ukraine. The team was in Portugal that day, having
completed the second phase of the mission. 

The Head of EUAM Ukraine, Ambassador Rolf
Holmboe, has repeatedly emphasised: “our wildest
expectations have been far exceeded”, by the
professionalism, dedication and bonds created by
the ST.
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7.  Final remarks

The success achieved by the deployment of this
EUROGENDFOR ST, tailored to strengthen the
readiness of the LEA to fulfil the their duties in the
LAT, deserves further reflection, with possible
implications for the initiatives to be developed
under the new EUAM mandate (2024-2027 ), in
favour of the consistency and sustainability of the
project, considering EUROGENDFOR  as one of the
Mission’s partners for the near future, particularly in
the scope of Stability Policing.

Moreover, sooner or later, after the conditions for a
ceasefire have been defined, an interposition
/monitoring scenario will emerge, requiring stability
policing activities reinforced by external actors ,
possibly under the aegis of the EU (if in a civilian
capacity framework) or the UN, where
strengthening activities will be needed.

Communities in the LAT will benefit from the
deployment of effective Stability Policing Units,
capable of restoring a safe and secure environment
in the regions. Ideally, both those formed by the
Ukrainian LEA being immediately engaged, and, in
the nearest possible future, reinforced by those
formed by other European gendarmeries.
Fostering robust yet accountable policing is
essential to promote the Rule of Law and uphold
human rights, to build trust, and to enhance police
legitimacy, fairness, and sense of justice among
communities. 
Trust and legitimacy are critical for effective policing.
Only officers who are accountable, respectful, and
empathetic can build trust and positive community
relations, bolster public support, crime prevention,
and the overall safety and security of Ukrainian
citizens.

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A critical discourse on security is more complex
than ever and requires a multilevel approach able
to integrate all its deeply interconnected
dimensions. The seemingly – but distant – notions
of political and personal security are expressions of
the same security paradigm, in which Stability Police
Units (SPUs) and targeted policies play a leading
role. Political security represents the valorization of
the individual within any political regime that
doesn’t resort to violence, discrimination, or
arbitrary and illegal limitations on individual
freedoms. However, this theoretical framework
clearly distances itself from reality, which is marked
by the daily violation of human rights – especially in
contexts of political instability, transitions to illiberal
or military regimes, erosion of the judicial system,
and authoritarian practices by private companies.
Confirming this, Amnesty International's latest
report highlights how the persistence of armed
conflicts and low trust in institutions fuel the vicious
cycle of humanitarian crises and political failures.
The inverse relationship between political insecurity
and personal security is evident. Personal security
concerns the complete freedom of human beings
from any form of dehumanization and threats to
their physical and moral integrity. These include
pressure from state and non-state actors, crime
and exploitation, psychological, physical, and
gender-based violence, child abuse, and human
trafficking. This latter phenomenon was a central
focus of study during the International Conference
"Policing Approaches to Human Security," held
from the 24th to the 26th of June, at the Center of
Excellence for Stability Police Units (CoESPU).

The necessary integration

The necessary integration
between political 
and personal security

Ranking as the second most widespread illegal
economy in the world, human trafficking occurs
when three voluntary and intentional
circumstances occur: the recruitment and transfer
of victims, followed by coercion and abuse of power
to tamper with their consent, ultimately resulting in
exploitation . The underlying purpose of the
practice lies precisely in the aim of profiting from the
individual through a series of crimes, the most
common of which are sexual exploitation, forced
labor, induction into organized crime, organ
harvesting and sale, and slavery. No region is
exempt from the trade, however, there are key
hubs, especially in Asia – characterized by the tragic
involvement of minors –, Africa, Europe, and the
Americas.

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Following a temporary decline during the Covid-19
pandemic, the scale of trafficking, as detected
globally, has increased exponentially. In 2022, the
International Labour Organization estimated that
27.6 million people were subjected to forced labor,
15.1 million of whom were in Asia and the Pacific .
In 2023, there were an estimated 10,793 victims in
the European Union alone, 63% of whom were
women or girls . Between 2020 and 2023, 202,478
individuals were identified as being involved in
trafficking globally. However, quantifying the exact
number of victims is complex due to the hidden
nature of the phenomenon, the limited
transparency of some states in disclosing data, and
the impossibility of ascertaining the identities of
trafficked persons.

At this point, it is necessary to ask which actors play
a key role, distinguishing victims from traffickers.
Regarding the former, gender profoundly impacts
women's treatment and likelihood of experiencing
physical and sexual violence, as well as threats
against family members. More broadly, 64% of
trafficked women are employed in sexual
exploitation .[5]

Conversely, traffickers are predominantly male
(67% investigated and 70% convicted ), although
cases of cross-gender collaboration cannot be ruled
out, particularly within organized crime groups.
Some studies instead focus on the correlation
between female involvement in trafficking and prior
experiences of sexual exploitation, highlighting how
victims of the same system may contribute to its
self-perpetuation. In most cases, trafficking is driven
by structured, locally rooted criminal networks that
operate like businesses. In rural contexts, however,
traffickers are often individual actors or small family
units who recruit victims through coercion, abuse,
deception, or promises of economic and social
advancement. The nature of the perpetrators varies
depending on the region: in Latin America, they are
often linked to drug cartels and smugglers, unlike in
Africa, where armed groups, tribes, and militias play
a central role. A common factor is political,
economic, and social instability, which

allows non-state actors and paramilitary gangs to
intervene, intensify existing conflicts, and sustain
illicit trade - thus giving rise to so-called “new wars.”
Long and intense, these conflicts tend to become
protracted, leading to the erosion of state structures
and the emergence of “failed states.” These new
wars primarily develop in Africa, the Middle East,
and Asia, thriving in the absence of robust state,
judicial, and economic institutions - conditions that
human traffickers exploit amid humanitarian crises.

Human trafficking is, therefore, a modern scourge
that transcends national wealth and prestige,
finding fertile ground in environmental degradation,
poverty, and the erosion of institutional legitimacy.

The Role Stability Police Units (SPUs)
The deterioration of the social and state
architecture fosters the rise of revisionist
movements seeking to undermine the established
order, as well as illicit activities that exploit human
beings. Protecting individuals requires assertive and
coordinated responses, aimed at strengthening
institutions and regulatory frameworks, while
integrating local partners, peacemakers, and
international stabilization units. Entities such as the
Stability Police Units (SPUs) – specialized police units
– serve as an example of how such collaboration
can counter transnational crime and terrorism,
promoting greater awareness through resilient and
preventive training.SPUs actively participate in
international missions in fragile situations, such as
the Democratic Republic of the Congo (DRC), 
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marked by a brutal colonial legacy and ongoing
conflict. The country's instability is accompanied by
the government's resurgence of national security
forces and armed groups, who repeatedly carry out
attacks on civilians and extrajudicial executions.
Furthermore, pressure from neighbouring Rwanda
is exacerbating the humanitarian crisis facing the
DRC, with 7.3 million displaced people and 113,000
cases of sexual violence in 2023, and double the
number the following year . Congo is a dramatic
example of the correlation between political
insecurity, personal insecurity, and violations of civil
and political rights, as well as the need for
peacekeeping missions.

The duty to protect civilians and strengthen – or
rebuild – institutions is a prerogative of
MONOUSCO (United Nations Mission for
Stabilization in the Democratic Republic of the
Congo). Launched in 2010 and extended through
2025, the operation aims to involve 13,000
peacekeepers, supported by Stability Police Units
(SPUs), comprising civilian and military personnel,
primarily from Senegal, Egypt, Bangladesh, India,
Djibouti, Niger, Mali, Togo, Burkina F., and Tunisia. 

Complementing this is the Force Intervention
Brigade (FIB), a rapid response unit composed of up
to 11,500 peacekeepers, 600 military observers and
staff officers, 443 police officers, and 1,270 military
personnel from police units  However, analysts are
sceptical about the effectiveness of MONOUSCO's
mandate, preceded by the experience of the
MONUC mission (1999–2010), which failed to
stabilize the region, due to a lack of trust in UN
personnel. The outcome was also determined by
the insufficient powers to put an end to the illicit
activities of armed groups, violence, exploitation
and laundering of mineral resources, and human
trafficking. From an operational standpoint, a
rethinking of international missions is essential, as
well as greater integration between local actors and
the SPU.

Operational Recommendations
Strengthening both political and personal security is
impossible without the synergy among regional
structures, international institutions, local actors,
and multilevel legal instruments. Despite the
existence of solid legal frameworks – such as the

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Palermo Protocol (2000) on the Prevention,
Suppression and Punishment of Trafficking in
Human Beings and United Nations Security Council
Resolution 1325 (UNSCR 1325) on the Protection of
Women, Peace and Security – the fight against
human exploitation persists, driven by the
profitability and impunity of trafficking.
As already noted, political insecurity is amplified by
the arbitrary use of violence, but is mitigated by
coherent and stable state structures. For this
reason, it is imperative to rebuild institutions and,
above all, trust in them, starting with the valorization
of communities and individuals. Citizens – direct
victims of state erosion – thus play a crucial role in
anti-trafficking missions and peacekeeping
mandates, taking an active role as strategic allies –
rather than being viewed by peacekeepers
themselves as passive or enemies. In crisis areas,
trust is built over time, through education and the
adoption of preventive and training strategies by
civilian and military actors – charged with containing
conflicts and providing social assistance. Awareness
of criminal phenomena is promoted through
effective security policies, the qualified support of
local law enforcement, and the victim-centered
mandate of Stability Police Units (SPUs). Structured
crimes, such as human trafficking, require
dedicated agencies and bodies dedicated to their
eradication, supported by ongoing monitoring
mechanisms to collect accurate data on crimes and
assess the impact of SPUs. Multilateral cooperation
is the solution to countering political instability,
organized crime, and human trafficking. However, it
requires a transparent, resilient, and far-sighted
vision from national governments and international
organizations. Institutional stability and political
security cannot exist without the protection of
individuals and human rights, which requires the
ability to act directly and sustainably through
credible, human-centered governance. Talking
about security today requires a rethinking of all its
dimensions and a primary focus on human
security.

Twenty years ago, large-scale, United Nations-
mandated Peace Support Operations were
surging, cell phones could do little more than talk
and text, police forces held a monopoly on
advanced technologies, and Stability Policing units
worked with local news agencies to communicate
through newspapers and television news.
